    NAMPA — Market Limone, the newest addition to the Belle District in downtown Nampa, will open at 8 a.m. Sunday at 112 13th Ave. S. 

    The business will feature ready-made food, cooking classes, gourmet grocery items and kitchen wares on three levels in an 11,000-square-feet setting. 

    Laurel MacKinnon, the developer behind several projects intended to help revitalize the city center, said Market Limone (lee-mo-ne) will also offer fresh and organic fruits, vegetables, artisan breads, imported cheeses, olives and other products, wines and microbrew beers. 

    The $1.5 million renovation of the historic downtown Nampa building is part of MacKinnon’s nearly block-long redevelopment project that includes a new furniture store, a coffee shop, office space and planned outdoor ice skating rink complex. MacKinnon named the area the Belle District after 19th century Nampa luminary Belle Dewey. 

    Market Limone’s features include: 

    n The Zeste Food Boutique with Chef Jeff Martin’s European-style sandwiches, soups, salads, ethnic food and vegetarian dishes to eat at the market or take out. 

n The Elixer Café will serve fresh juice, specialty coffees and cocktails. n A wine wall and microbrew closet. n A test kitchen for cooking classes and food demonstrations. n Dessert bar. n Gourmet and specialty food products. n A mezzanine overlooking the ground floor with seating for diners. Future events will include holiday festivities, wine tastings and more to draw the community together, according to the MacKinnon Group. Market Limone’s hours are 7 a.m. to 8 p.m. Monday through Saturday and 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. Sunday.
