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Nampa gourmet market readies 
ON THE TOWN: Opening soon for unique downtown retailer that features specialty groceries, prepared foods, wine and microbrews

    NAMPA — Downtown Nampa’s eagerly awaited Market Limone gourmet specialty foods store could open as soon as next week, owner Laurel MacKinnon said. 

    Market Limone (lee-mo-ne) will combine coffee, juice and wine bars with cooking classes, gourmet grocery items, kitchen wares and ready-made food on three levels in an 11,000-square-feet setting. 

    The $1.5 million renovation of the historic downtown Nampa building at 112 13th Ave. S. is part of MacKinnon’s nearly block-long redevelopment project that includes a new furniture store, a coffee shop, office space and a business, retail and planned outdoor ice skating rink complex. MacKinnon named the area the Belle District after 19th century Nampa luminary Belle Dewey. MacKinnon said she had been shooting to open Market Limone this weekend but ran into delays. Now she said the market will open Wednesday or Thursday next week. 

Market Limone’s features include: 

n The Zeste Food Boutique with Chef Jeff Martin’s Europeanstyle sandwiches, soups, salads, ethnic food and vegetarian dishes to eat at the market or take out. n The Elixer Café will serve 

fresh juice, specialty coffees and 

cocktails. 

A wine wall and microbrew closet. 

A test kitchen for cooking classes and food demonstrations. 

Dessert bar. 

Gourmet and specialty food products. 

A mezzanine overlooking the ground floor with seating for diners. 

Another new business that’s recently opened in the Belle District is FabriQue at 1225 1st St. S. It carries high-quality quilting fabrics. It’s located next to Ewephoria, a knitting shop that offers fine knitting and crochet yarns from around the world. 


“We’ve got some really unusual and interesting ethnic prints and batik and a good foundation of what they call ‘blenders,’” FabriQue co-owner Mary Chown said. 

FabriQue’s formal ribbon cutting ceremony is 1:30pm Wednesday.  The store’s grand opening is celebration is Saturday Nov. 24th.
