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New business is booming in downtown Nampa, despite what the traffic pattern looks like. More than a half a dozen business have opened their doors in the last six months including the new Market Limone.
The upscale market opened Sunday, and brought out more traffic than Downtown's seen on a Sunday in quite awhile. "We really are just providing a critical need to our area," Market owner Laurel MacKinnon said.
Customers like Laura Herrick enjoyed food, wine, and the entire atmosphere many thought would never be at home in Nampa. "Nampa has just been Nampa, there hasn't been a lot of growth or a lot of change," Herrick told Today's 6 News.
Several new businesses are taking up residency in Nampa's Downtown core. Plans include an ice skating rink. It's all part of a larger scheme to bring people to a downtown seemingly forgotten by many. "I think the American public is tired of the mall experience, and this is a link back to their history," Nampa resident Bob Greer said. A scheme business owners are betting will pay-off in the long run. "I believe it will bring people to downtown Nampa," MacKinnon said.
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
